With the school year ending,
our common life at St. John’s
tends to take a different turn.
The days are longer now than
a few months ago and we
find activities to keep us
occupied in the evenings.
The pool just down the street
is once again filled with
invitingly clear and
refreshingly blue water. It
won’t be long until I can once
again hear the happy voices
and shouts of children
enjoying their summer
vacation at that pool.

One of the most wonderful
things that I have noticed as
your rector is the focus of our
ministry as a congregation.
We are an amazing group of
people who, with a limited
amount of resources, do an
incredible amount of
ministry. We have a
wonderful caring heart for
this community and the
people who live here with us.
I am constantly in awe of this
congregation’s ministries.

It is striking to see our
attention turn self-care during
the summer. I find this to be

a healthy pattern because I
see the same thing with
Jesus’ life and ministry. In
the Gospels I see Jesus taking
time for prayer, time for
teaching, time for miracles
and acts of power, and I see
him taking time for himself.
Jesus appears to have been
very intentional about taking
time for himself in the midst
of everything else that he was
doing.

It is this attention to self-care
that is such an important, but
often neglected, part of our
lives today. We will often
take the time to go to the gym
for our own individual health
but, what about taking time
for our parish health? How
often to do we really think
about tending to the
relationships in our parish
family? Do we intentionally
carve out time for just being
with our friends? Or
probably more honestly, do
we call someone just when
we need or want something
from them? It is my hope
that we will see our parish
summer activities as chances
to enhance our common life
and to tend to our
relationships. I also hope that
you will not see them as
church obligations but rather
as chances to be the parish
family that we always talk
about. By taking the time to

tend to our parish health and
relationships, we are actually
strengthening the bonds of
love that hold us all together.
Jesus knew that taking time
for himself was an important
part of his ministry. He
understood that in order to be
a better servant to the world
that he had to tend to his own
needs. This summer [ want
to invite us as a congregation
to tend to ourselves and our
relationships. By taking time
this summer to relax and be
with ourselves, we will be
better servants for others.
